» Don’t place candles near a
Christmas tree or materials
that can catch light easily.

» Don’t attach decorations to
lights or heaters as they can
burn easily.

» Don’t leave cooking
unattended.

* Don’t let Christmas tree light
bulbs touch anything that
can burn easily, such as
paper or fabrics.
